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reactions to swimming pool 
water, and chemical agents.  
 
Adding recycled quartz to a plaster mix can increase the durability of 
your swimming pool surface. Quartz is a great alternative to 
conventional white plasters because it is particularly resilient against 
staining, results in a more natural finish, and comes in a variety of 
colors.  
 
Although more expensive, upgrading to high quality aggregate and 
pebble plasters has become increasingly popular among homeowners. 
Aggregate plasters like those offered by PebbleTec, for example, can 
only be applied by licensed installers that are specially trained. For 
aggregate and pebble swimming pool surfaces, most plasters are 
available in a wide variety of colors as are the stones and pebbles that 
give the surface a unique and more natural visual aesthetic. 
Homeowners can also customize a pebble or aggregate surface by 
choosing one of the many textures available due to variations in stone 
sizes.  
 
Other Remodeling Options 
There are several other options that homeowners may consider when 
remodeling or designing a swimming pool. Incorporating tile into your 
swimming pool as a border or as an accent is a popular option that 
homeowners may decide to change in an existing swimming pool or to 
include in a new one. Furthermore, there are several choices available 
when it comes to swimming pool coping - the stone or concrete material
used to cap off the swimming pool walls - including varying materials 
and colors that can be styled to match any swimming pool deck, new or 
old.

Plant of the Month: Cascade Falls Bald 
Cypress 

The Cascade Falls Bald 
Cypress is often described as 
a 'Dr. Seuss' plant because of 
its unique, strictly weeping 
limbs and its willingness to 
conform to a desired shape or
form. It is an especially prized
accent tree and nursery 
favorite because of its 

ornamental qualities, adaptability, and individuality.  
 
As a member of the bald cypress 
family, the Cascade Falls is a 
deciduous conifer that has 
exfoliating cinnamon-colored bark 
and bears bright green foliage during 
the spring and summer months. Its 
leaves turn orange-brown in the fall, 
making it a great winter interest 
plant. The average mature height is 
8 to 12 feet with an average spread of 4 to 5 feet. the Cascade Falls 
prospers best in full-sun and thrives in most soil types and dry to wet 
conditions. 
 

 
The Cascade Falls Bald Cypress is typically staked to a desired height 
and its developing branches are allowed to cascade onto the ground. If a
young plant has not bee staked, the branches will form a ground-cover. 
Pruning can help control the length of the branches and determine 
where the branches fall. This plant is widely adapted to most sites and 
is often used to flow over rock formations or in or near water features.
